Able to detect targets as much as 1,200 feet ahead of the vessel and up to 600 feet below, the new Escort gives recreational and light commercial mariners the security and confidence they need to navigate tricky or unfamiliar waters.  Targets are displayed in 12 colors based on signal strength, to help boaters determine whether they’re approaching a harmless school of baitfish or a dangerous submerged object.  And the Escort provides all this functionality in an easy-to-install, easy-to-use package with no moving parts and a retail price under $1,000.

The Escort is designed for easy connection with popular multifunction displays from leading manufacturers including Garmin, Raymarine, Furuno, Simrad, Northstar, Lowrance and others, using the units’ composite video output/input.  Navigators can also connect the Escort to various flat-panel marine monitors from Nauticomp, VEI, Ambient Nav — even inexpensive computer monitors for enclosed vessels.  Easy second station installation provides for simultaneous two-station capabilities on larger vessels.
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The Escort systems comes complete with a choice of easy-to-install thru-hull or transom mount transducers, a compact Escort Sonar Module, remote keypad with 10 feet of cable, and 10 feet of both VGA and video connection cabling.  Interphase also offers a 7-inch color LCD display with integral keypad for boaters who prefer this option.
